1825- Army officers revolt against Czar

1881- Alexander II is assassinated by revolutionaries

1863- 1900 Factories doubled, still lagged rest of the world’s industrialized nations.

                   * Grueling working conditions in the factories and on the farms
                   * Very low wages did not cover living expenses
                   * No political power created frustration and anger. 
                   * Pulling workers from the field and into factories creates food shortages

1903- Marxists split into two groups, they were industrial-class workers who wanted to overthrow the Czar;
A. Mensheviks- moderates who favored a broad base of support
B. Bolsheviks- a small number of revolutionaries willing to die for change.
C. Lenin- Leader of Bolsheviks, ruthless but an excellent organizer.
     1904-1917 Russia in Crises:
     1904-Russo-Japan War- The Czar’s weakness is exposed. People revolt during war.
     1905- Bloody Sunday, 1/22/05, 200,000 workers and families go to palace to ask for   

                Improvements, troops ordered to fire on them.  
     1906- The first DUMA is created, lasts only ten weeks.
     1914- Russia enters WWI Czar enters war unprepared militarily and economically.
     1915- Czar Nicholas takes the front believing he can rally his troops- 4M KIA, WIA

                and taken POW that year.

     1916- Rasputin murdered by nobles who believe he is controlling  Alexandra.
     1917- Petrograd- March, women workers strike, 5 days of riots, 200,000 people take

               to the streets. Soldiers called in to stop them end up joining them which 

               forces the Czar Nicholas II to abdicate the throne. Family is later murdered.

               The Duma is reestablished and Alexander Kerensky heads it. Lenin returns        
                from exile to lead the Bolsheviks who then form the Red Guard and seize

                the government. Opposition to them forms the White Army and civil war starts
     1918 June, US enters the war with fresh troops, bringing a surge to Allied Powers.
   * Russian Revolution causes Russia to get out of WWI by Treaty of Brest-Litovsk
   * Loss of land angers people, civil war ensues until 1820 – 14 million people die, 

      from fighting, famine, flu. Red Army is victorious, crushes opposition. 
1921- 1928, Russia’s economy improves through brief, small- scale capitalism
           programs for some factories, businesses, and farms to stimulate growth.

1922- USSR is established. Bolsheviks become known as the communist Party. 
1922- Lenin dies, Stalin emerges and installs a totalitarian state- total 
           Control of every aspect of public and private life throughout Russia

1928- Communist party under Stalin begins; Trotsky flees in exile in 1929, 
           Later to be hunted down and murdered in Mexico on Stalin’s orders.

Comparing Revolutions:

In its immediate and long-term effects, the Russian Revolution was more like the French Revolution than the American Revolution…
The American Revolution built and expanded on political ideas of government, while 
The French and Russian revolutions destroyed existing social and political structures
which used violence and terror to control people. While the French became a constitutional monarchy for a while, the Russian Revolution established a state-controlled society that lasted for decades.

Economic control, Political control, Cultural control, Use terror against its’ people.
