1912

Japanese Americans owned 12,726 acres of farmland in Ca.

1913

California Alien Land Law prohibited “aliens illegal to citizenship.”(all Asian immigrants from owning land or property.
1920

California Alien land Law prohibited leasing land to “aliens ineligible to citizenship

1939

List of “dangerous” enemy aliens and citizens began to be compiled in various government departments, such as the FBI.

March 2, 1942

General De Witt issued public proclamation No. 1 creating military areas in Washington, Oregon, California and parts of Arizona.
March 12 1942

The Secretary of treasury designated the Federal Reserve Bank of San Francisco to handle Japanese American property.

March 24, 1942

Public Proclamation No. 3 included Japanese American citizens among “enemy aliens,” who must obey travel restrictions, curfew, and contraband regulations.
March 27th 1942
Public Proclamation No. 4 Prohibited Japanese aliens from voluntary evacuation Military area No. 1.
All assets frozen
June 7, 1942
Gen. DeWitt announced completion of the removal of 100,000 Japanese American from Military Area No. 1
August 7th 1942

Removal of all Japanese- Americans( over 120,000) completed in Military Areas No. 1 and No. 2

 April 1, 1933
Nazi’s stage boycott of Jewish shops and business

September 29, 1933

Nazi’s prohibit Jews from owning land.

Nazis’ begin to seize all assets from Jews.
July 22, 1934

Jews prohibited from getting legal qualifications

1937

Jews banned from many professional occupations including teaching Germans, and from being accountants or dentists.  
April 26, 1938

Nazi’s order Jews to register wealth and property

July 23, 1938

Nazi’s order Jews over age 15 to apply for identity cards from police

Jewish doctors prohibited by law from practicing medicine

September 27, 1938

Kristallnacht- The Night of Broken Glass

November 15, 1938

Jewish pupils expelled from all non-Jewish German schools

February 21 1939

Nazi’s force to hand over all gold and silver items

September 1, 1939. 
Jews in Germany are forbidden to be outdoors after 8p.m. in Winter and 9p.m. in summer (curfew). Travel/ movement restricted.
October 6, 1939

Proclamation by Hitler on the isolation of Jews
October 12, 1939

Yellow stars required to be worn by Polish Jews over age 10

February 12, 1940

First Deportation of German Jews into Occupied Poland
November 1940

The Krakow Ghetto is sealed off containing 70,000 Jews

November 15, 1940

The Warsaw Ghetto, containing over 40,000 Jews is sealed off

March 7, 1941

German Jews ordered into forced labor

September 1 1941

German Jews ordered to wear yellow strips

September 17, 1941

Beginning of general deportation of German Jews

January 20, 1942
Wannsee Conference to coordinate the “Final Solution”
