What effect did the signing of the treaty have on Germany?  In 1917, as soon as the Bolsheviks and Lenin took power, he offered Germany a truce...ending the war between them. This provided a boost to Germany now having to fight on only one-(The Western) front. Seeing no options, Kerensky steps down from power. 
31B. Name the event in Russia that led MOST DIRECTLY to truce.
          When the Bolsheviks took control of Russia.
32. Why were the Russians excluded from the Paris Peace Conference that produced the Treaty of
Versailles? They had a truce in 1917, and it cost them some of their land.

        To strip Germany of its war making powers, and punish them with loss of territory, and make reparations to other nations.
34. Explain the goals of the League of Nations.
       An International Association whose goal was to give countries a way to keep the peace.

       Place the blame on Germany, disarm them, lose some of their land, make them pay reparations...money the allies hoped to get from Germany to rebuild.

         USA, Britain, Russia
61. Why were the Germans defeated by the Soviets at the Battle of Stalingrad? Germany swarmed into Russia. Winter came, the Russians attacked, and Germans were stuck. They froze and starved, then surrendered.
62. What was the purpose of the General MacArthur's invasion of Leyte Gulf in the Philippines? Was it successful? To fulfill a vow in which he said, "I shall return", a commitment to the Philippine Islands….and he did return.
63. Describe what happened on Kristallnacht.
        Nazi's attacked Jewish synagogues, businesses and homes, smashing windows and belongings.

        A systematic genocide (killing more than six million) against Jews and other non-Aryans.
66. What were the Nuremberg LAWS? What happened?
       They stripped Jews of their rights, as citizens which made them susceptible to more discrimination.  
67. Describe the major consequences of the atomic bombs on Japan.
       Nuclear radiation caused death by destroying living tissue, 110,000 people died immediately, thousands were injured. After the bombs were dropped, Japan surrendered unconditionally. 
68. Explain the two major changes the United States forced on Japan after they lost WWII.
      The armed forces were disbanded, Japan surrendered unconditionally, 
69. Which nations faced the most deaths during WWII?
       The Soviet Union did.
70. Why were there so many civilian deaths after World War II?
        There was wide-spread famine and food shortages.
