Russia
· 1825 - Army officers revolted against the czar.
· 1881 - Revolutionaries assassinated czar Alexander II
· 1903  Russian Marxists split into two groups- Bolsheviks and 
               Mensheviks.

· 1897- 1917 Lenin lives in exile to avoid re-arrest.
· Jan. 22, 1905 -Bloody Sunday- 200,000 workers and their families were fired on by czar Nicholas II’s troops during a demonstration for better working conditions. 
· 1916- Nobles murder Rasputin for gaining too much power in the absence of the czar who is at the front WWI.
· 1917- March Revolution. Petrograd workers strike over food shortages. Soldiers shoot rioters but later side with them. 
Czar Nicholas II abdicates the throne, sent into exile and murdered with his family a year later. 
· The Duma establishes a provisional government.
· 1917, April- Lenin returns to Russia to lead the Bolsheviks.
· 1917, November- The Bolshevik Red Guard takes over government offices and arrests leaders of the provisional government. Lenin gives control of factories to the workers. 
· 1917-1920 Russia is in civil war…14 million people died. 
· 1921- March, Lenin reforms the economy allowing surplus crops to be sold, which revives the economy. 
· 1922- USSR is named, led by the Communist Party led by Lenin, then Stalin in 1922 (as general secretary) gains complete control by 1928.
CHINA
· 1911- Revolutionary Alliance overthrows the last emperor.
· 1912 Sun Yixian becomes the first president of the new Republic of China, led by the Nationalist party. 
· 1912- 1916 Power is transferred to Yuan Shikai who is the military leader of China.
· 1916- Civil War breaks out. Power rests with warlords and military leaders.
· 1917- China declares war on Germany.
· 1918- Treaty of Versailles gives Chinese territory to Japan. China is outraged. 
· 1919- May 4, 3,000 angry students in Beijing demonstrate
               and the protest spreads to other cities across the 

               nation into what becomes known as the May Fourth      
               Movement.

· 1921- Mao Zedong organizes the Chinese Communist Party.
· 1923- Russia’s Lenin helps the Nationalist government in exchange for China’s Communist party membership in the Kuomintang.
· 1925- Sun Yixian dies and is replaced by Jiang Jeishi who turns against the communists.
· 1927- Nationalist troops nearly wipe out the Chinese Communist Party.
· 1928- Jiang Jeishi becomes president of Nationalist Republic of China. 
· 1930- 1949 Nationalists and Communists begin a bloody civil war.
· 1933- Jiang’s army of 700,000 men surround a Communist stronghold…100,000 forces flee and begin the Long March.
· 1937-1945. Japan invades China. Nationalists and Communists fight Japan.
· 1945-1949 Chinese Communists take control of China under Mao Zedong.
