1. What was the religion of the Hebrews called?

Each stressed: duty of the individual and community to fight oppression, in the worth of the individual, and equality of all people before God.
3. What are the Ten Commandments and who used them?
The Ten Commandments are a set of orders (laws) given by God to Moses for the Hebrews to follow
4. What was the Reformation?
A religious reform movement during the 16th century to 
Reform the Catholic church- it stressed a more direct relationship with God. This group became Protestants.
5. According to John Locke, what is the fundamental duty of the government?
John Locke believed the fundamental duty of government is to protect the rights of the individual.
6. Who believed that people had the right to rebel against an oppressive government?
John Locke believed people have a right to rebel against an oppressive government.
7. What is the difference between a direct democracy and a republic?
In a direct democracy, every citizen makes decisions about how they want to be governed. In a republic, the people elect representatives who make those decisions.
8. What is the system of checks and balances?
Checks and balances is a system which keeps each branch of government from getting too much power. 
9. What is the Bill of Rights?
Our Bill Of Rights is the first ten amendments to the Constitution which protects our individual rights, or freedoms- also known as our civil rights.
10. What are the three parts of government that make up the separation of powers?
The three parts or branches of government are called the legislative, executive and judicial branches of government.
11. What are natural rights?
